Our equipment, supplies and facilities are not uedpurposes other than those stated in our pnogr
objectives. Our vehicles are not used to transpersons or goods that have no direct connectiah thie

development programme. Our vehicles do not camed or uniformed personnel.

We do not tolerate the theft, diversion or misusdevelopment or humanitarian supplies. Unhindereckss
of such supplies is essential.

We urge all those concerned to allow full accessléyelopment and humanitarian personnel to all lgeiop
need of assistance, and to make available, asfpossible, all necessary facilities for their @piens, and td
promote the safety, security and freedom of movemEsuch personnel.
